Please include pictures representing your research of the styles of the decade, famous person, make-up, and wardrobe. You will deliver a summary of your research information to your class mates. You will present your mannequin with the style you selected and created. Explain the techniques you used to achieve the desired style. 

You will be given two classes to complete your research and two classes to create your styles. We will begin presentation next class.
