Task:  1. Create a digital media presentation 
· Identify the Name of the country, and its’ Geographical Location. 
· List some of the “Staple” foods from your chosen Country (foods that are the mainstays of their diet) 
· Choose 2-3 popular street food items that are said to originate from this country.  
· Research the history behind the creation of this type of food & the rationale for those foods to have been created.  (location, climate, beliefs, cost, etc.) 
· Research a Video that demonstrates the preparation of your chosen recipe. (YouTube, Roube, Epicurious, National Geographics) and include the link web address in your presentation.
· Anything else that you discovered or found interesting about your chosen topic

Task:	2. Create Recipe and Grocery handout 
· Research 2-3 sample recipes that suit your topic. Choose at least 1 recipe from a cookbook and 2 recipes from an internet source. (site your source)
· Analyze the recipes from your research to determine which would best suite this project and choose 1 (or create a new recipe from your research)
· Create a 1page recipe in standardized recipe format including a picture or sketch of the finished product 
· Resize the original recipe to prepare enough portions for your class. (You must demonstrate your mathematical skills using the template provided)
· Identify the cooking and food preparation methods, culinary terms and techniques and equipment related to your chosen recipe. (with rationale if applicable)
· Complete a grocery list for your recipe (template attached)


Task:   3.Cooking Lab
In groups of 2 or 3 students must organize their equipment and groceries for this activity. Groups will prepare the mise en place for their street food recipe.  
Students will assign tasks within the group and work together collaboratively to prepare and present their street food items. Students will hand out feed back forms to classmates to critique the menus items. Students will complete all required clean-up.
